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RETURNING STUDENT RESIDENCY/ENROLLMENT CHECKLIST 
 

Welcome back to the Acalanes Union High School District!  In order for a returning student to continue 
enrollment, you will need to complete the following steps:   
 

* Interdistrict Transfer Students will not need to verify their residency again, but they will need 

to pick up a residency clearance form from the school site beginning August 4th for admission to the 
schools processing days. 
 

 Step One:  Residency   State law requires that public schools verify student residence on an annual 

basis.  Before your student is issued a class schedule, you must establish residency within the attendance 
boundaries of the school in which your student is registered.  To establish a student’s residence, the 
parent/legal guardian must supply three (3) types of documentation (ONE from each group below). Please 
note that utility bills are not accepted in ANY group for verification of residency.

Schools will be open to collect residency verification documents beginning Thursday, August 4, 2011.

A residency clearance form will be issued and will be needed to participate in the school’s processing days 
(Acalanes Dons’ Days, Campolindo Cougar Days, Las Lomas Tri-S, and Miramonte Mat’s Days).  New 
students enrolling at other times during the school year will do so through the counseling office. 
 

 Step Two:  Pick up your student’s class schedule   Once you have verified your student’s 

residence and received a residency verification form, your student will be cleared to participate during the 
school’s processing days (Acalanes Dons’ Days, Campolindo Cougar Days, Las Lomas Tri-S, Miramonte 
Mats’ Days) and receive a class schedule.  Please check the school’s website for exact dates and times. 
 
NOTE:  Due to furlough and Staff Development days, school offices will be closed Monday, August 
22nd and have limited office hours late afternoon Tuesday August 23rd, 2011.
